Carbon 

Monoxide 
Poisoning

The boating season will start in 
earnest shortly so I would like to 
reiterate the dangers of carbon 
monoxide (CO) poisoning.  CO is 
an invisible, colorless , odorless 
and tasteless gas. It can make you 
sick in seconds and with a high 
enough concentration, a few 
breaths can be fatal. Where do 
these fumes come from — they 
are produced by the incomplete 
burning of various fuels, including 
coal, wood, charcoal, oil, 
kerosene, propane, and natural 
gas. Products and equipment 
powered by internal combustion 
engines such as portable 
generators, cars, boats, lawn 
mowers, and power washers also 
produce CO. At first you may 
notice irritated eyes, headaches, 
nausea, weakness or dizziness. 
These symptoms can easily be 
confused with seasickness, too 
much time in the sun or too many 
toddies. High level CO poisoning 
results in progressively more 
severe symptoms, including: 

 Mental confusion 
 Vomiting 
 Loss of muscular                 

coordination 
 Loss of consciousness 
 Ultimately death 

If you or someone on your boat 
exhibit any of these symptoms get 
them into fresh air immediately. 
Symptom severity is related to 
both the CO level and the duration 
of exposure. Get medical attention 
- unless you are absolutely certain 
it is not CO poisoning.If tied up or 

anchored with your engine or 
generator running make sure you 
have fresh air flowing throughout 
your boat. Know where your 
engines exhaust outlets are and 
keep everyone away from them. 
Other sources  — another boat’s 
exhaust, ‘teak surfing’  ( hanging 
onto the swim platform while the 
boat is underway, this is really a 
DUMB thing to do), cruising at a 
slow speed and cruising with a 
bow high angle, exhaust fumes 
enter by the ‘station wagon’ effect, 
being sucked in from the stern of 
your boat. Your boat should have 
a CO alarm. CO alarms always 
have been and still are designed to 
alarm before potentially life-
threatening levels of CO are 
reached.
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Conventional boat buying wisdom 
dictates that the best deals can be 
found at boat shows, right? After 
all, the boats are there for the taking 
and all the prices are slashed to rock 
bottom prices. While it may seem 
that buying a boat at a boat show is 
better than buying from a dealer, in 
this instance, conventional wisdom 
does not hold true. 
According to a dealer the best 
prices are not found at boat shows. 
On the contrary, if a buyer is 
looking for the best deal, he 
encourages them to visit him at his 
dealership. The reason is, most 
dealers pay thousands of dollars 
just for the space to show their 
boats. This doesn't include the 
transportation costs, not to mention 
the headache of hauling boats back 
and forth. The dealers have to 
recoup their costs somehow, so it 
gets passed on to boat show 
consumers.

Boat Deals continued

One exception to this rule may be 
the last day of the boat show. Some 
good boat show tips include 
waiting until the last day of the 
boat show to make an offer. A few 
boat buyers say that dealers are 
more anxious to sell, and are 
therefore more willing to cut 
prices. This tactic may pay off 
most if you have done your boat 
show homework ahead of time, 
and know what is a really good 
price to offer a dealer.
