Of the five primary accident types
for recreational boating accidents
and associated injuries, number
one was a collision with another
recreational vessel. 1088 such
accidents were reported in 2010,
resulting in 747 injuries and 64
deaths. The second leading caus
of injury was collision with a

fixed object (a rock, buoy or dock
for example). 456 such accidents
were reported, with 332 injuries
and 38 deaths.

Flooding and swamping came in
third with 448 reported accidents
but a much higher death rate thar
both the first two causes.

The final two categories were
skier mishaps (447 reported
accidents, 471 injuries, and 15
deaths) and capsizing. There werg
only 335 reported capsizing
accidents last year but almost 2/3
of them were fatal.

While
accidents happen for a variety of
reasons, 85-90 % of fatalities
could have been prevented, if the
victims wore life jackets.
